PROACTIVE AND REACTIVE FIRE SAFETY TRAINING

FIRE MARSHAL COURSE

3. Understand the legal requirements in relation to fire safety issues.
4. Identify the fire precaution measures available in the workplace and how to manage them. Eg Compartmentation, Passive and Active systems.

5. Understand human behaviour and associated problems in a fire situation.
6. Understand the basics of a fire risk assessment.

7. Understand duties, responsibilities and how to carry out the role of a Fire Marshal.

ASSESSMENT PROCESS
The students’ theoretical knowledge of fire safety matters, are tested using a simple assessment paper covering the technical subjects on the course.

A certificate will be issued on successful completion of the course and sent to the individual’s employer.
